SERMON "Now There was a Pharisee” Dr. Carlos Baladez
John 3:1

My name is Nicodemus. I am a Pharisee, an elite religious governing party for the land
of Israel. I have studied the scriptures all my life, even from my youth. I can quote the
first five books of scripture from memory, yet never have I met a Rabbi, a teacher, like
Jesus. When He speaks, supernatural things happen. Water turns to wine, for example.
I have never seen such authority in any man.

Some tell my story calling it, “Nick at night,” because I came to speak with Jesus in the
cover of darkness. Not until my retelling of my encounter did I realize this was a
metaphor for my spiritual condition. Here was God in the Flesh, and like Jacob, I did not
know it.

I knew he was sent from God, not only because I heard he turned water into wine at a
wedding but because the Prophet John the Baptist called him the Lamb of God. He also
referred to Jesus, whose name means, Jehovah saves, as the Word of God. Is it
possible this Jesus is really the Messiah Israel has been waiting for since the time of
Moses?

Jesus then starts telling me of having to be born again if I wish to enter the kingdom of
God. What!? Are you kidding me? I think I might have scoffed as I said, “"Can a man
enter the womb of his mother a second time and be born again?” That’s impossible.
And that was precisely the point. Eternal life is impossible with man, but possible with
God.

He asked me a question which pierced my heart, "And you are the teacher of Israel and
don't know these things?” He was challenging all the years of my training, education,
and teachings letting me know that I did not know even the basics of the Kingdom of
God. What then had I been teaching? What kind of leader was I? A mere carpenter
teaching me? How could this be? Was he a prophet dressed incognito? Was he more
than a prophet?

And then he goes on to say, that “God loves the world!” The world? Not just the Jewish
nation? Not just the righteous? Not just the obedient to his holy word? How could a
holy God love the world? So much corruption, injustice, lawlessness and here Jesus is
saying, “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten son, that
whosoever would believe in him would have everlasting life.” And to my amazement he
proceeds, “For God did not sent his son to condemn the world, but that through him
the world would be saved. Are you for real? No condemnation? I was puzzled to say the

least. Really, my mind and heart were sent reeling under the strain of such world
shattering truths.

Here I was a learned teacher of Israel and I realize in hearing this man that I had made
it all about rules and regulations. Right and wrong. Black or white. No color anywhere.
Righteousness or unrighteous behavior. A scorecard to enter heaven and please God.
He made me aware that I had failed to see the truth. The truth was so glaring its ever
so bright shine blinding me. I, a son of Abraham had failed to display the Faith of
Abraham in the God of Abraham. I had not encountered the sweet fellowship with
Almighty God, much less with my Heavenly Father.

God created man not as a mechanistic God pleaser but as an individual to be loved and
to commune with experiencing a loving, vibrant, everlasting relationship with him. And
not merely a relationship but a oneness, a unity, with unbroken fellowship - forever.

I invite you to learn from my trip to Jesus at night. Take your own darkness to Jesus
and you will come out of that experience with an unimaginable light which will
illuminate and light up your world forever. You will see God in Jesus, Emmanuel — God
with us. Jesus is who he says he is, Jehovah saves. Jehovah restores. Jehovah makes
whole. Amen.
