SERMON                      “Naddir Kavod, Majestic Glory“          Dr. Carlos Baladez 
                                                Psalm 24:7,10 
“Lift up your heads, you gates; be lifted up, you ancient doors, that the King of glory 
may come in... Who is he, this King of glory? The Lord Almighty— he is the King of 
glory.“ (NIV) 

 
Diamonds are a girl’s best friend. And guys? Dogs! What a difference.  
 
The majesty of the Hope Diamond is not only its size, 45.52 carats, but its blue color. It 
is said that it burns a strong red color for a few seconds after it is exposed to UV light. 
There are 16 white diamonds, both pear-shapes and cushion cuts surrounding the Hope 
Diamond in its pendant. Its estimated value is $400 million dollars.  It now sits at the 
Smithsonian Institution where many can see it firsthand (Wikipedia) 
 
The majesty of Queen Elizabeth II’s crown, the Imperial State Crown, lies in its 
historical value as well as in its craftsmanship along with its precious jewels; 2,868 
diamonds, 273 pearls, 17 sapphires, 11 emeralds, and 5 rubies. It is made of gold, 
silver, and platinum and capped in velvet trimmed with ermine. Its estimated value is 3-
5 billion pounds! (Google search) 

 
The majesty of the Milky Way galaxy is on a whole different level. It consists of billions 
of stars, gas, and dust. They are tied together by dark matter and mutual gravitational 
attraction. Its diameter is about 100,000 light-years across. To give you a mind-
boggling idea, a light year is almost 6 trillion (6,000,000,000,000) miles! (Google search) 
Now multiply that number times 100,000 and you get a ginormous number with a 
whole lot of zeros behind it! And it is within this marvelous majestic cosmic body where 
our beautiful blue marble floats. 
 
As awe-inspiring as the above three examples have been, “you ain’t seen nothing yet!” 
(Yes, I know. My apologies to all the English teachers of the world, haha). 
 
Here’s a question to contemplate, “Whose majesty is like our God’s?” Whose glory can 
compare to our God’s? Who can bring everything seen and unseen out of nothing? Who 
can form humanity out of dust and a man’s rib? Who can bring a family through a flood 
unharmed? Who can call a man out of Mesopotamia and make a nation out of him?

Lift up your heads, you gates; lift them up, you ancient doors, that the 
King of glory may come in. Who is he, this King of glory? The Lord Almighty—he is the 
King of glory.”
